· Funding options were discussed, the Clerk advised and stressed that funding up to a maximum of £9,000 is available from Government towards the costs of doing the Neighbourhood plan, along with a further £8,000, should the village plan meet the criteria, of including proposed sites allocated within the plan, this also includes additional Technical Support. The costs presented in the proposal from Places 4 People Planning Consultancy, to include all fees and supporting consultation materials and mileage, plus VAT is £11,175.00.

· It was discussed and explained that for the plan to be a success then the participation of residents is vital, and the majority of residents needs to approve the plan before submission to the Local Authority.

· The Neighbourhood Plan will cover the Parish Boundaries as designated by West Suffolk Council Local Plan.
